Personnel management system
in the activities of banking institutions

Relevance of the research topic. A necessary task today is to build an effective internal
personnel management system in domestic banking institutions, which will improve the quality of
banking management in the country as a whole and reduce the risk of inefficient management of
commercial banks. But sometimes the creation of an effective personnel management system of a

The banking system plays a key role in the effective growth of the
economy of any country, because the purpose of banks is to ensure expanded reproduction with the
help of certain financial mechanisms, to ensure the implementation of settlements between economic
entities and financial and economic cooperation with other countries.

Conclusions. The article considers the concept of the system and its elements, examines the process
of functioning of the personnel management system of the bank, forms the goals, principles and functions
of effective functioning of the personnel management system in the activities of banking institutions.

Methodology for managing compensatory financing

The subject of the studyis a set of theoretical, scientific and practical provisions for the formation
of methodology for managing compensatory financing of infrastructure projects in post—war recovery

of Ukraine.

The purpose of the study is to develop a methodology for managing compensatory financing of
infrastructure projects in post—war recovery of Ukraine.

Research methaods. In order to comply with the conceptual integrity of scientific development, the
dialectical method of scientific cognition, as well as empirical—theoretical and formal—logical principles

were used.

Results of work. The conducted theoretical analysis provided an opportunity to highlight
the specifics of compensatory financing of infrastructure projects in terms of modern concepts.
According to the results of the research, the structural components of the management methodology
of compensatory financing of infrastructure projects of post—war reconstruction are proposed, in
particular, the mechanism of its implementation is presented.

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Field of application of results. The presented developments should be implemented in the work of
enterprises, namely in the implementation of infrastructure projects, taking into account the specifics
of modern concepts of compensatory financing management.

Conclusions. The possibility of attracting additional financial resources to development of
infrastructure projects through the technology of compensatory financing based on deferred tax
payments (Tax Increment Financing — TIF) was studied. Based on the results of the study, proposals are
presented on the formation of an investment mechanism for enterprises — institutional stakeholders
of the infrastructure projects based on the principles of the TIF, using the structure, levers, tools,
methods of financing measures. The coordination center of the infrastructure projects has been
determined and the stakeholders of this integration formation have been proposed.

Introduction. The European economy is under— | pandemic. The output levels have fully recovered, al—

going unprecedented transformations towards
a fair green and digital future in a context of mas-—
sive uncertainties linked to the global and security
outlook. Since spring 2021, the economy has seen
a strong economic rebound from the COVID—-19

so thanks to the exceptional support measures tak—
en at EU and national levels. The pandemic and the
EU policy response have accelerated the twin tran—
sition of the EU economy and highlighted the need to
strengthen the resilience of the EU economy [10].
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On 18 May 2022, the European Commission is—
sued a communication as regards its plans of
Ukraine’s relief and reconstruction. The document
recognises that international support for Ukraine,
especially by the EU, must concern both the sup-
port during the war and efforts to rebuild the coun—
try after the war. In this vein, the European Commis—
sion will propose new macro—financial assistance in
2022 to cover EUR 9 bin out of the EUR 14.3 bin fi—
nancing gap (according to IMF estimates). Yet, the
reconstruction of Ukraine would require much more
significant resources. The European Commission
envisages that the strategic reconstruction plan
will be developed by the recently organised National
Council for Reconstruction while its implementation
will be geared by the RebuildUkraine reconstruc—
tion platform to be created with the participation
of Ukraine, EU and other international donors. This
platform would in particular ensure sound manage—
ment of the funds. Importantly, Ukraine’s recon—
struction will be integrated with the EU integration
process and will take into account the requirements
of EU’s green and digital agendas [11].

Analysis of research and publications on the
problem.This issue updates the study of using the
Tax Increment Financing (TIF) mechanism in financ—
ing of post—war recovering of Ukraine [5; 9]. Thus,
D. Huddleston describes the application of the TIF
method to the Wisconsin example, with an empha—
sis on the change in the structure of taxes received
additionally from other budget [1, p. 11—-171.

Authours in their study made efforts to identify
the circumstances when the TIF project would be
an effective means of developing municipal econo—
mies [6, p. 123]. T. Stinson and D. HuddlIston calcu—
lated the financial sustainability of certain projects,
based on the expected growth rates of property
value [8, p. 241—-248]. J. Klemanski, along with fi—
nancial aspects, assessed the effects of TIF in the
political and legal field [2, p. 23—28]. J. Mean and
M. Rosentraub analyzed the relationship between
the increase in the property value and the applica—
tion of TIF[7, p. 23—261.

The author notes that, among urban planners,
tax increment financing (TIF) is a popular economic
development financing tool. Using eighteen years of
TIF district—level data, this study finds that TIF was
most likely a fiscal boon for districts [B].

How to notice scientist B. Schneider the compen-—
satory technology of «Tax Increment Financing» is

a powerful and controversial force in American ur—
banism. Every state except Arizona currently allows
it, as does the District of Columbia, and it has be—
come the most popular incentive tool for econom-—
ic development in the United States as the federal
government has decreased its urban development
spending. TIF plays a role in megaprojects such as
Chicago’s Lincoln Yards and Amazon’'s HQ2 in Ar—
lington, Virginia, as well as in smaller—scale neigh—
borhood improvements, affordable housing, and
transit projects. With its application in vastly dif-
ferent contexts across nearly every state, TIF is
used to fund a broad range of projects. Current—
ly, the method is most popular in post—industrial,
Rust Belt cities and towns [4].

Results of the research. \\Vith hostilities taking
place across the whole country, the economic situa—
tion has deteriorated rapidly. GDP is expected to fall
by 30 to 50 % this year and tax revenues dropped by
around 50to80%. Theestimatedoveralldamageruns
already in the hundreds of bilions of euros,
with more than EUR 100 billion in damage to
physical infrastructure alone [11].

Now more than ever, the Union should leverage
its international partnerships to join forces on com-—
mon challenges and promote peace and stability, as
well as a rule—based international order and effec—
tive multilateralism. The coordinated response by
the Union and its international partners to the in—-
vasion of Ukraine shows how the Union can work
to achieve those objectives. At the same time, new
sources of risks and uncertainty have emerged and
need to be addressed. While most companies and
supply chains showed a high degree of resilience
and adaptability during the pandemic, the recovery
and the recent developments linked to Ukraine’s in—
vasion have revealed a number of vulnerabilities, in—
cluding in the energy sector, which must be tackled
to protect our European way of life, maintain growth
and improve resilience in the longer run. The events
of the past few weeks and the rapidly worsening
geopolitical context should not divert our focus. In—
stead, they confirm the need to accelerate the on—
going economic transformation [10—11].

The reconstruction effort will need to build on
Ukraine’s ownership, close cooperation and co—
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ordination with supporting countries and organ-—
isations, and Ukraine’s strategic partnership with
the Union. Reconstruction will also require mobilis—
ing resources at regional and local level. Peer—to—
peer cooperation and programmes embedded in
partnerships between cities and regions in the Eu-
ropean Union and those in Ukraine will enrich and
accelerate reconstruction.

Four major pillars of reconstruction can already
be envisaged:

+ Rebuilding the country, in particular infrastruc—
ture, health services, housing and schools, as well
as digital and energy resilience in line with the most
recent European policies and standards;

« Continue modernising the state and its institu—
tions to ensure good governance and respect for
the rule of law, by providing administrative capacity
support and technical assistance, including at re—
gional and local level;

« Implementing a structural and regulatory
agenda with the aim of deepening the economic
and societal integration of Ukraine and its people
with the EU in line with its European path;

« Support the recovery of Ukraine’s economy
and society by promoting sustainable and inclusive
economic competitiveness, sustainable trade, and
private sector development, while contributing to
the green and digital transition of the country [11].

Tax Increment Financing (TIF) creates special
tax districts around targeted redevelopment ar—
eas from which future tax revenues are diverted to
finance infrastructure improvements and/or de—
velopment. At the beginning of the TIF period, tax
revenues in the TIF district going to general city
services are frozen at a certain rate. All additional
tax revenues go toward directly funding new devel—
opment or servicing debts related to new develop—
ment until the end of the TIF period, which usually
lasts 20 to 30 years. Supporters say the new tax
revenues generated by TIFs would not have taken
place «but for» the investment that the TIF enabled,
and that they are a valuable tool for neighborhood
revitalization [4].

TIF is aimed to provide the investor with com—
pensation through special funds replenished by tax
revenues from incomes which were obtained af-
ter construction and putting into operation the in—
frastructure objects. The basis of this mechanism
is redevelopment, financed by an investor who in—
vests in construction and reimburses his expenses

from the special fund, accumulating taxes paid by
the owners of new consolidated facilities.

That is, TIF is a mechanism covering the inves—
tor’s expenses into implementation of infrastruc—
ture projects from the budget by tax revenues from
incomes which were obtained after construction
and putting into operation the infrastructure ob—
jects. In fact, this is one of the variants to apply
compensatory tax models for investment purpos-—
es across the regions. After all, the TIF envisages
that the investor’'s costs put into the investment
project will be compensated by a tax exemption
calculated in the future.

We suggest to introduce the mechanism of TIF
in development of infrastructure projects in the
post—war recovery of Ukraine, since has become
the most popular form of manufacturing and com—
mercial activity, which is they by trends and chal-
lenges in the real sector of the economy. \We be—
lieve that globalization and the potential symbiosis
associated with it are an expression of the benefits
and opportunities that can be gained as a result of
the joining forces and the competitive advantages
of collaborating actors.

In the suggested mechanism, the methaods of fi-
nancing are identified. Methods and techniques
that help to substantiate and control specific man—
agement decisions related to the search for fi-
nancing, their rational structure and use of finan—
cial compensatory technology based on deferred
tax payments (Tax Increment Financing — TIF).

Let us identify the benefits of financing TIF—-based
projects: the distribution of risks between the sta—
cholders; protection against default of other as—
sets and against increase in financial and credit
obligations of project owners; growth of the lever—
age ratio, that is, the ratio of the company’s bor—
rowed capital to its own funds, which leads to an
increase in the return on equity capital and a de—
crease in its value in total capital.

The basic mechanism for realizing the risk of de—
ferred payment includes:

— low level of mativation of private investors to fi—
nance infrastructure projects at their own expense;

— withdrawal of private investors’ capital from
economic circulation, which leads to losses and the
impossibility of making a profit;

— an increase in the cost of borrowed resources
for investment, which is due to market conditions
and inflationary processes;
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— low quality of income forecasting from the im—
plementation of the infrastructure project, as a
result, the uncertainty of the project payback pa-
rameters.

Potentially, these risks can lead to an increase in
the return period for investment in an infrastruc—
ture project, as well as to a change in the current
tax conditions, which will reduce the return on in—-
vestment. In this regard, stability is an important
condition for the success of the mechanism of
state tax policy, which improves the quality of fore—
casting. The most commonly used TIF bonds pro-—
vide additional profits for the TIF zone. For three
years, when tax revenues in the TIF are insufficient,
the interest on such bonds is usually capitalized.
When income stabilization is achieved, interest is
paid and the principal is serviced.

The attractiveness of this financing scheme for lo—
cal authorities lies in the fact that investors take on
the risks of implementing the project and receiving
income in a sufficient amount and with a certain fre—
qguency of income. And TIF bonds are not assigned
a rating, which makes them more profitable, but at
the same time more risky financial assets.

If it is not possible to place bonds on the market
at the initial stage of the implementation of an in—
frastructure project (for example, private investors
do not want to buy bonds, the nominal amount of fi—
nancing is lower than required, etc.), a distribution
(pay—as—you—go) mechanism is used, which can be
financed through reconstruction or modernization
programs within TIF zones or by issuing securities,
including bills of exchange. In some cases, bonds
may be issued for amounts in excess of the amount
owed. The reason for this exemption is the expecta—
tion of income from tax payments in connection with
the commissioning of the new infrastructure.

In our opinion, the introduction of foreign prac—
tices in the implementation of TIF—based projects
in the Ukrainian realities requires some adapta—
tion processes that consider the issues of finding
sources of financing, including the interest of pri-
vate investors in long—term capital investment,
the risks of using the mechanism of deferred tax
payments, as well as the weakness of the finan—
cial base in most regions. International models of
financing infrastructure projects and insurance of
risks used in international practice must be adapt—
ed to the specifics of the development formats of
our economy.

Conclusions

The overall reconstruction of Ukraine will require
comprehensive support to rebuild the country af-
ter the war damage, to create the foundations of a
free and prosperous country, anchored in European
values, well integrated into the European and global
economy, and to support it on its European path [11].

The conducted theoretical analysis provided an
opportunity to highlight the specifics of compensa-—
tory financing of infrastructure projects in terms of
modern concepts. According to the results of the
research, the structural components of the man-—
agement methodology of compensatory financing
of infrastructure projects of post—war reconstruc—
tion are proposed, in particular, the mechanism of
its implementation is presented.

The possibility of attracting additional financial
resources to development of infrastructure proj—
ects through the technology of compensatory fi—
nancing based on deferred tax payments (Tax In—
crement Financing — TIF) was studied.

Based on the results of the study, proposals
are presented on the formation of an investment
mechanism for enterprises — institutional stake—
holders of the infrastructure projects based on the
principles of the TIF, using the structure, levers,
tools, methods of financing measures. The coor-
dination center of the infrastructure projects has
been determined and the stakeholders of this inte—
gration formation have been proposed.

Tax and customs preferences during martial law:
the impact of changes in legislation
on the activities of small business entities

Relevance of the research topic. Afterthe beginning of the full—scale invasion of Russiainto Ukraine,
many enterprises and individuals — entrepreneurs who found themselves in the war zone, stopped their
work or were forced to evacuate to other safer regions of Ukraine or abroad, in connection with which
all business representatives are faced with difficulties In addition, Russia’s war against Ukraine led to the
urgent need to simplify the customs clearance of various groups of goods, which are extremely necessary
both to provide the Armed Forces of Ukraine with additional protective and military equipment, and to
provide civilians with food, medicine and other essential goods. During the operation of the legal regime
of martial law, a number of new laws were adopted to amend the tax legislation.

The purpose of the research is: analysis of changes in the legal regulation regarding the support
of small business and preferential taxation of imports during the war and the formation of proposals
for its improvement.

Research methods. The study of changes in legislation was carried out using methods of cognition:
theoretical generalization, grouping, analogies, abstraction, statistical observation, analysis, synthesis,
generalization.

Research results. The article discloses the latest changes in the legislation regarding the support
of small business entities and preferential taxation of the import of foreign goods during martial law.

Field of application of results. In the field of economic sciences and in the practical activities of
small business entities.

Conclusions according to the article. A study of changes in legislation since the introduction of the
legal regime of martial law and their impact on the activities of small business entities was conducted.

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Essence, principles and components of the environmental
and economic policy of the enterprise
The subject of the study is the theoretical foundations of the enterprise’s environmental and

economic policy.

The purpose of the research is the theoretical substantiation of the clarification of the essence,
principles and components of the enterprise’s environmental and economic policy.

Research methods. The work uses the dialectical method of scientific knowledge, analysis, the

method of comparison and generalization of data.

Results of work. The article clarifies the essence and principles of the enterprise’s environmental
and economic policy. The object and subject of the enterprise’s environmental and economic policy
are defined. The stages of the enterprise’s environmental and economic policy are characterized. It
was established that the environmental and economic policy of each enterprise should be developed
independently and periodically revised takinginto account the results of inspections, audits and analysis.
It was found that the environmental and economic policy and its derivatives — internal regulatory and
methodological, organizational documents of the enterprise in the field of environmental protection —
are developed on the basis of international, state legislative and regulatory acts, taking into account the
requirements established by the local self—-government bodies of the territories in which the enterprise
and its structural divisions carry out their activities. It was established that the lack of proper scientific
and economic justification of ecological and economic measures, in turn, often becomes the reason for
the low efficiency of industrial production greening processes. The advantages of implementing basic
strategies for managing the processes of ecological and economic development of the enterprise have
been determined. The directions for the formation of organizational and methodological support for
the enterprise’s environmental and economic policy at the strategic level are outlined.

Field of application. Environmental management, enterprise economy.

Conclusions. The results of the conducted research make it possible to assert that the management
of the ecological and economic development of the enterprise in the strategic period for the formation of
anecological and economic policyis expedient to carry out takinginto account the current and prospective
ecological and economic opportunities and limitations, the peculiarities of the industry and other factors
peculiar only to a certain type of economic and economic activity negative and positive influence.

Formulation of the problem. The current stage
of economic development is characterized by a con—
stant increase in the degree of conflict between so—
ciety and the environment. The deepening of trans—
formational transformations in the field of nature
management requires the search for new approach-
es to solving environmental problems during the pro—
duction and economic activities of the enterprise.
One of the approaches is the development and im—
plementation of the enterprise’s ecological and eco—
nomic policy, which contributes to the operational
management of the processes of using natural re—
sources and protecting the natural environment.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
The theoretical and applied principles of the forma-—
tion of ecological and economic policy and the man—
agement of ecological and economic development of
the enterprise are based on the works of such sci—
entists as O. Boguslavskyi [4], O. Lazar [1], V. Mat—
viychuk [3], V. Meglei [4], V. Savran [4], V. Simonenko
[9], O. Sadchenko [6], G. Shvydanenko [8] and oth—
ers. However, the clarification of the advantages of
the implementation of basic strategies for manag—

ing the processes of ecological and economic de—
velopment of the enterprise and the determination
of directions for the formation of organizational and
methodological support of the ecological and eco—
nomic policy of the enterprise at the strategic level
remain among the unresolved issues.

Setting the task. The purpose of the article is
to clarify the essence, principles and components of
the enterprise’s environmental and economic policy.

Presenting main material. The environmental
and economic policy determines the main direction
of the enterprise’s activities in the environmental
and economic spheres for the long term and ulti—
mately ensures the achievement of the intended
environmental and economic goals and objectives.

The environmental and economic policy of the en—
terprise is implemented through its implementa-—
tion of the environmental function. Thus, in accor-
dance with the current legislation of Ukraine and
international standards ratified by it (ISO 9000 and
ISO 14000 series), the concept of environmental
and economic policy is defined as follows: it is «the
general intentions and orientation of the enterprise
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regarding its environmental and economic charac—
teristics, officially announced by the top manage—
ment. That is, it is a certain system of measures
aimed at improving the ecological and economic
state of the environment.

The environmental and economic policy of the en—
terprise can be defined as an organizational and reg—
ulatory and contral activity aimed at the protection,
tireless use and reproduction of natural resources,
improvement of the environment, effective combina—
tion of the functions of nature use and nature protec—
tion, ensuring environmental safety standards.

The environmental and economic policy of the
enterprise consists in managing the ecological sit—
uation and ensuring the rational use of natural re—
sources with the help of a system of political, eco—
nomic, legal and other measures, which, together
with the system of environmental goals, constitute
the environmental policy of the enterprise.

The object of the enterprise’s environmental and
economic policy is the needs and interests of the
enterprise’s owners, the natural environment of life
of all components of the biosphere. The subject of
the environmental and economic policy of the en—
terprise is the direct management and employees
of the enterprise.

The environmental and economic policy of the
development of the enterprise must take into ac—
count the peculiarities of the industry and other
factors of negative and positive influence inherent
only to a certain type of economic activity.

It is appropriate to divide the environmental and
economic policy of the enterprise into external and
internal. The external environmental and econom-—
ic policy is oriented towards ensuring the adoption
and implementation of adequate management de—
cisions in accordance with the changes occurring
in the external environment. The task of the inter—
nal ecological and economic policy of the enter—
prise is to ensure the progressive development of
the enterprise thanks to the increase in the effec—
tiveness of the implementation of financial, invest—
ment, innovative types of policies, improvement of
personnel support, successful implementation of
marketing programs, etc.

The main goals of the enterprise’s environmental
and economic policy:

— achievement of the level of environmental and
economic safety that corresponds to the indica—
tors of the best enterprises;

— increasing the ecological and economic safety
of the enterprise, reducing the impact on the en—
vironment due to increased reliability, ensuring the
safe and trouble—free operation of technological
equipment;

— prevention and minimization of the quantity and
toxicity of emissions, discharges of pollutants and
waste when increasing production volumes due to
the introduction of new technologies, equipment,
materials and increasing the level of automation of
technological process management;

— implementation of effective technical solutions
and technologies for minimization and elimination
of the level of environmental pollution.

The environmental and economic policy of the
enterprise is based on the following principles and
obligations:

— rationality of resource use;

— prioritization of planned and implemented ac—
tions and measures related to the prevention (pre—
vention) of environmental impact, before measures
and actions to minimize and eliminate the conse-
guences of such impact;

— health and safety protection of the company’s
personnel and the population;

— consistent continuous improvement of the char—
acteristics and indicators of the impact of activities,
products and services on the environment and re—
source consumption with an orientation to the lev—-
el of development of technology and technology and
the state of development of society formed at a spe—
cific stage of scientific and technological progress;

— mandatory compliance with the requirements
of environmental legislation, including international
agreements, Ukrainian state and local legislation,
industry regulatory requirements, as well as other
regulatory requirements that regulate the enter—
prise’s activities;

— adoption and implementation of any manage-
ment and production decisions, taking into account
environmental aspects of future activity, manufac—
tured products and provided services;

— consistent involvement and motivation (im-—
provement of qualifications, encouragement, re—
sponsibility) of all personnel in environmental pro—
tection activities;

— informing and maintaining an open dialogue with
all those interested in the environmental aspects of
the enterprise’s activities and the results of the as—
sessment of its impact on the environment;
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— understanding of the priority of systemic envi—
ronmental management in the field of environmen-—
tal protection and striving for consistent implemen—
tation of international management standards.

Such factors as:

— regional and local conditions of activity;

— assessment and reduction of any negative im—
pacts of the enterprise’s activities on various as—
pects of the environment (land, water, atmospher—
ic air, flora and fauna, etc.);

— energy management, resource conservation
and choice of energy carriers;

— managing the use of raw materials, optimizing
the choice of its type and transportation conditions;

— management of the use and protection of wa—
ter resources;

— reduction of waste generation, its secondary
use, transportation and utilization of waste;

— assessment and reduction of the intensity of
harmful physical effects on the territory of the in—
ternational company and beyond;

— selection of new production processes and
changes in existing production processes;

— planning of products/services (design, pro—
duction, packaging, transportation, use and dis—
posal of waste) from the point of view of environ—
mental protection;

—determining the influence of the practical activ—-
ities of contractors, subcontractors and suppliers
on indicators of environmental deterioration;

— prevention and limitation of freelance situations;

— environmental education and personnel train—-
ing on environmental protection issues;

— external information on environmental protec—
tion issues.

Stages of the enterprise’s environmental and
economic policy:

— determination of ecological and economic goals
and objectives;

— development and implementation of the eco—
logical and economic management system at the
enterprise;

— development of a system of indicators for eval—-
uating the ecological and economic results of ac—
tivities (ecological and economic audit);

— passing environmental certification and receiv—-
ing eco—labeling.

he certification process is not mandatory, it is
only a voluntary choice of the enterprise. However,
an increasing number of manufacturing companies

in many countries around the world are using these
stages to improve management efficiency and de—
velop trusting relationships with stakeholders.

It should be noted that practically all significant
European, American and Asian industrial com—
panies have created and certified environmental
and economic management systems in recent de—
cades. This shows that compliance with environ—
mental and economic policy and certification have
become one of the main market tools.

The environmental and economic policy of each
enterprise must be developed independently and
periodically revised taking into account the re—
sults of inspections, audits and analysis. The envi—
ronmental and economic policy of the enterprise is
drawn up in the form of a document that is brought
to the attention of all employees of the enterprise
and is available to the public.

The top management is responsible for the de—
velopment and adoption of the enterprise’s envi—
ronmental and economic policy. As a rule, man-—
agement of policy implementation in the field of
environmental safety is carried out either by the di—
rector himself or directly by a person authorized in
the field of environmental protection (technical di—
rector, chief engineer, etc.).

Environmental and economic policy and its de—
rivatives — internal regulatory and methodological,
organizational documents of the enterprise in the
field of environmental protection — are developed
on the basis of international, state legislative and
regulatory acts, taking into account the require—
ments established by the local self-government
bodies of the territories in which the enterprise and
its structural divisions carry out their activities.

The planning of the ecological and economic de—
velopment of the enterprise should first of all pro—
vide for the clarity and transparency of the estab—
lishment of strategic goals in the field of ecological
and economic development. Accordingly, this re—
quires an urgent improvement of the methodolog-
ical principles of environmental goal—setting and
the formation of an environmental strategy and
policy as a component of the latter.

In the final documents of the Heidelberg Interna—
tional Conference on the Greening of Industry, three
basic strategies for managing the processes of eco—
logical and economic development of enterprises are
defined, which are relevant and justified: the strategy
of influencing demand; the strategy of influencing the
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offer; a strategy for influencing relationships between
producers and consumers [5] (table 1).

These strategies are the starting point and basic
for the formation of the enterprise’s environmental
and economic policy.

The means and results of the implementation of
basic strategies for managing the processes of
ecological and economic development of the en—
terprise are shown in the table. 2.

It should be noted that until now there are almost
no more or less complete proposals for the justifica—
tion of the choice of specific strategies and tools for
ensuring sustainable ecological and economic de—
velopment at the level of individual enterprises or in—
dustries. Therefore, in practice, the implementation
of measures for greening and increasing the envi—
ronmental safety of production quite often continues
to be carried out on a «residual» basis (after solving
all other, first of all, purely economic and technical—
technological problems) or on an «extreme» basis
(with the emergence of urgent circumstances, such
as environmental crises or disasters) principles, is
random and irregular in nature.

The lack of proper scientific and economic sub—
stantiation of environmental and economic mea-—
sures, in turn, often becomes the reason for the
low efficiency of industrial production green-—
ing processes. Under such conditions, the envi—
ronmental and economic policy and environmen-—
tal and economic plans of the enterprise remain
only declarative principles that are not associat—
ed with any specific obligations, being separated
from other aspects of the enterprise’s production
and economic activity. Therefore, it is important to
systematically carry out ecological and econom-—

ic monitoring, which allows you to systematically
observe the dynamics of the characteristics of the
impact on the environment as a result of the pro—
duction and economic activity of the enterprise [8].

The main areas of formation of the organization—
al and methodological support of the enterprise’s
environmental and economic policy at the strate—
gic level should be:

— substantiation of the theoretical provisions and
conceptual approach to the ecological and econom-—
ic development of the enterprise in terms of com—
bining environmental goals and objectives with the
goals and objectives of the development of the en—
terprise in other spheres of activity and in general;

— development of a sequence of stages of the
process of strategic planning of the ecological and
economic development of the enterprise;

— justification of the composition and definition
of the content of the basic strategies of ecological
and economic development;

— development of an organizational and economic
mechanism for managing the ecological and eco—
nomic development of the enterprise;

— creation of a transparent information system
for strategic management of ecological and eco—
nomic development, based on ecological and eco—
nomic monitoring and audit procedures with wide
distribution of information about the results of eco—
nomic and environmental activities (including neg—
ative ones) for all interested parties and parties;

— development of a complex motivational mecha—
nism based on full and comprehensive awareness
by the company’'s management and staff of the
prerequisites, goals, tasks and priorities of the en—
vironmental and economic policy;

— development of organizational forms for the acti—
vation of cooperation with all persons and parties in—
terested in the environmental aspects of the enter—
prise’s activities, including the environmental public;

— cooperation with mass media;

— creation of methodological principles for plan—
ning to increase environmental safety and quality of
products, goods and services based on the princi—
ples of the policy of competitive ecological and eco—
nomic development of the enterprise (formation of
competitive advantages of ecological origin);

— supporting the ecological orientation of the de—
velopment of the enterprise’s organizational cul—
ture, the creation and implementation of collective
cultural values and target guidelines favorable to
achieving environmental goals.

The advantages of implementing basic strategies for
managing the processes of ecological and econom—
ic development of the enterprise include the following:

1. Increasing efficiency and saving production
costs and resources. Cost savings are often as—
sociated with the consumption of fewer resources
and reduced emissions, but savings can also result
from operational efficiencies, higher levels of man—
agement efficiency, and reduced liabilities and fines.

2. Product quality improvement. There is a direct
connection between compliance with the principles
of environmental policy and environmental man-—

agement and improvement of product quality. The
further, the more in the minds of consumers the
quality of products will be associated with their
compliance with environmental standards.
3.0bservance of established norms. Enterprise man—
agement can use environmental management tech—
niques to monitor legal requirements and plan costs
related to permits, reporting and monitoring to ensure
compliance with legislation. Ideally, the frequency and
extent of violations and associated costs are reduced.

4. Improving relations with state authorities. De—
claring an environmental policy and implement—
ing an environmental management system usually
leads to a relaxation of administrative pressure on
the enterprise from the controlling state bodies.

5. Recruitment of employees. Involvement of em-—
ployees is the basis of the implementation of the
Total Quality Management policy, which is the basis
of the social, ecological and economic development
of the enterprise. The implementation of a socio—
environmentally oriented policy requires the in—
volvement of employees, and in case of success, it
creates a sense of responsibility and achievement
among employees.

6. Expansion of product sales markets and at—
traction of new consumers. The growth of public
environmental awareness directly affects the be—
havior of consumers who demand environmental—
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ly safe products and services from manufacturers.
For manufacturers, access to new sales markets,
especially in developed countries, is impossible
without compliance with environmental standards.

7. Access to a new level of technological develop—
ment and innovation. The search for optimal pro—
duction solutions from an ecological point of view
leads to technological renewal of production pro—
cesses, as well as to the appearance of innovative
products [2, p. 71].

Conclusions.

Thus, it is advisable to manage the ecological and
economic development of the enterprise in the
strategic period for the formation of ecological and
economic policy, taking into account the current and
prospective ecological and economic opportunities
and limitations, the peculiarities of the industry and
other factors of negative and positive influence in—
herent only to a certain type of economic activity.

Budget policy of Ukraine in the context of economic
security: theoretical and practical aspects

Research subject — peculiarities of the formation of the budget policy of Ukraine in the context of
compliance with the requirements of economic security in the face of internal and external threats

The purpose of the article is to justify the possibilities of resuming lending to housing construction
in Ukraine and further development of the residential mortgage market.

Methodology of work — the methodological basis of the research is the systematic and dialectical
methods of cognition, the provisions of the theory of financial science and security, the theory of public
finance, budgeting, money and credit. The following special methods are used: generalization, analysis
and synthesis, observation — when studying the development of budget policy, classification of its types
and subtypes, clarification of the nature of internal and external threats, comparison, formalization —
to determine economic security as a basic macro condition, prospects for improving budget policy and
increasing its effectiveness.

The results of the work — considered issues of formation and implementation of the budget
policy of the state in the context of economic security. The classification of types and subtypes of

budget policy in modern conditions has been clarified. The definition of the relationship between
economic and budget policy, national and economic security has been deepened. Specific features of
the implementation of modern budget policy in the Ministry of Finance of Ukraine are determined. The
growing role of the state’s budget policy in ensuring economic security and countering internal and
external threats is substantiated.

Conclusions — Budgetary policy is extremely important in the financial system of the state. The
resource sufficiency of the budget policy also determines the self—sufficiency of the state’s economic
security. The budget policy is oriented both to solving the tasks of financing the priority goals of state
development within a specific budget period, and to financing the security needs of society. Optimizing
the volume and structure of the revenue and expenditure parts of the budget remains one of the
constant and priority tasks of the budget process. Financing of the budget deficit should take into
account the security interests of the state, especially in the part of the debt policy (as part of the budget
policy). The effectiveness of budget policy should be one of the basic markers of the effectiveness of

economic policy as a whole.

Macroeconomic trends of digitalization

of the financial space

The subject of the research is digitalization of the financial market and macroeconomic trends in
the manifestation of digital transformations.

The purpose of the article is to study the features of digitalization of the financial market through
the prism of macroeconomic trends in the manifestation of digital transformations.

The methodology of the work is a systematic method of knowledge, dialectical provisions of
macroeconomics and the theory of financial science, the theory of transaction costs, money circulation
and credit.

The following special methods are used: parts and the whole, analysis and synthesis, observation,
comparison—when studyingthe development of digitalization processes, clarifying the ratio of domestic
and international segments of the financial space; generalization, formalization — to determine the
macroeconomic trends of digitalization in Ukraine and abroad, predicting the prospects of introducing
digitalization into social and economic life.

The results of the work — the issues of prerequisites for implementation and conditions for the
spread of digitization of the financial market were considered, the need to involve the population in
digitalization as the main consumers of financial services was substantiated, the need to increase
the digital literacy of the population as the basis of their competitiveness was emphasized. The
macroeconomic trends of digitalization of the financial market are determined, its advantages and
risks of implementation are shown. The development of digital currencies of central banks is revealed
as the main instrumental trend of changes in the sphere of monetary circulation, when traditional
fiat currencies acquire a digital form. Investing in cryptoassets is shown as a way of anti—inflationary
preservation of household assets with significant aspects of speculation. The growing role of digital
infrastructure for the development of financial technologies is revealed.

Conclusions. The new digital world is the prospects and possibility of economic life in the period
of post—Covid and post—war instability. Digitalization allows you to keep your internal financial and
psychological framework under control, makes people operationally independent in terms of the ability
to manage their assets and time. It is the acceleration of digital transformations, the use of intelligent
substitutes for simple work and services in all possible areas that can overcome social distancing and
related «failuresy in communication.
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From a financial point of view, the use of the advantages of digitalization is more focused on the
middle class — on those who have satisfied the first needs of life support. Therefore, digitalization is
closely related to social policy and raising the standard of living of the population.

Just as at the end of the war of the last century, when the Bretton Woods financial system was
launched in 1944 together with the IMF and the World Bank, the financial market is currently facing
radical changes. Not long after the victory, «digital Bretton Woods» awaits us, not metaphorical, but
real transformations. The new financial and economic world will become digital. Operationally and
instrumentally more diversified. Accessible, self—responsible and mutually responsible.

The digital present and future is a strategic and at the same time constantly situational beacon. This
is actually a choice of priorities and goals of civilization.

Innovative components of the economic
and management toolkit for assessing the developer’s
investment portfolio in construction

The subject of the study is the substantiation of the theoretical, methodological and applied
principles of ensuring the management of organizations in the modern system of construction
development, provided that the analytical tools of risk management of construction enterprises are
updated on the basis of formalized business indicators of operational productivity (developed in the
context of the specifics of their activities as stakeholders of construction investment projects).

The aim of the article is to develop a methodology that contains cognitive mechanisms, models, and
methods that allow analyzing, selecting, optimizing, and evaluating the effectiveness of the introduction
of modern concepts of information modeling and risk management.

Research methods. The methods of assessing the effect of the introduction of information modeling
and integrated implementation of the project in construction were applied; current methods and tools
for analyzing network organizational structures and the quality of communication links between project
implementation participants. With the involvement of methods of information modeling and the method
of integrated implementation, the benefits received by the key participants in the implementation of
the construction project, as well as the main factors that have an impact on the synergistic effect of
the implementation of the construction project, were investigated.

Results of work. The main scientific result is the creation of a methodology that includesa model
that allows the evaluation of the effect of the joint introduction of information modeling in construction
and the integrated implementation of the construction project; a simulation model that allows for
comprehensive research and optimization of the communication network and information links of the
participants in the implementation of the construction project.

Scope of the results. \ethodological developments are animprovement of the existingmethodologies
of value— and process—oriented management, strategic management, risk management, project
management, economic analysis and investment management.

Conclusions. The leading scientific and methodical innovation of the created economic and
management toolkit for the assessment of the investment portfolio is its adaptation to the modern
requirements of construction development and risk management principles, which ultimately provides
the participating enterprises with a synergistic ability to resist the risks of the microenvironment
of project implementation, which gives grounds for joint development by enterprises participants
of the strategy, plan, organizational regulations, taking into account the manifestations of reflexive
management in the construction development system.

Actual aspects of investment activities
in Ukraine in war time

The subject of the research is the theoretical and practical aspects of determining investment
activity in Ukraine under martial law.

The aim of the research is to identify the main supporting elements of the investment activity of
potential international and national investors for a faster recovery of the Ukrainian economy in the
conditions of war.

Research methods. \When writing the article, general scientific, special methods for studying
economic phenomena and processes for determining topical issues of investment activity in Ukraine
during the war were used.

Results of the investigation. As a result of writing the article, it was determined that since the
beginning of the war between Russia and Ukraine, the vast majority of investment companies and
funds in almost every field of activity have severed, minimized or completely reduced their business
relations with the aggressor country. \Whether mandated by sanctions or simply a matter of choice,
the investment business is emerging from every sector of the Russian economy, from its vast energy
sector to automobiles, finance, retail, entertainment, culture and fast food restaurants. International
investors stop investment activities, withdraw from current projects, despite the implementation
phase, and associated risks. In the current conditions of war, the investment business should focus on
an effective wayto restore the Ukrainian economy. It has been established that such recoveryis possible
based on a global approach to sustainability criteria — ESG (environmental, social and governance), that
is, based on environmental, social and corporate governance. It has been proven that the formation
and transformation of business decisions should be carried out in accordance with the new realities,
and special attention should be focused on the implementation of the permanence criteria, that is, the
ESG criteria, since it is the permanence indicators that reflect how certain investment companies and
funds are aimed at strategic investment development and support of the Ukrainian economy.

Scope of the results. Investment, Investment activity, Economics, Insurance, Financing,
Management, Organization and management.

Conclusions. As a result of writing the article, it was found that today Ukraine has become the
center of global financial support and investment, the purpose of which is to counteract the Russian
Federation and restore the country after the crushing activities of the occupier. It is determined that one
of the main areas of investment in Ukraine is energy independence from Russia, which can be achieved
through accelerating the transition to renewable energy sources, while looking for short—term options
for bringing new oil and gas to the market. It has been established that the support of the government
of Ukraine is carried out through the mechanism of investment insurance under martial law, which will
ensure the safety of investments in Ukrainian assets for investors. This has been proven possible with
the help of the World Bank Group’s Multilateral Investment Guarantee Agency (MIGA), which will enable
the use of investment insurance programs in the face of terrorist threats. It has been established that
international investment activity for the month of May 2022 turned out to be the most active in the light
of receiving approved assistance from the world allies of Ukraine, the USA and the EU, and amounted to
40 billion dollars and 2 billion euro respectively. It is proved that the participation of foreign capital could
significantly intensify the conversion of military production, which is especially important in the conditions
of martial law in Ukraine. It has been established that the restoration of the Ukrainian economy is not only
relevant, but also quite attractive for foreign investors, a field of activity, since it will lay the foundation for
a favorable material basis for further business activity of foreign capital. Today, more than ever, we need
a quick return on investment in order to maximize the speedy recovery of the economy from the crisis
caused by the military aggression of the Russian Federation against our country.

Presenting main material. Today, Ukraine has
become the center of directing global financial sup—
port and investment, the purpose of which is to op—
pose the Russian Federation and restore the coun—
try after the destructive activities of the occupier.
However, these investments must meet the princi—
ples of sustainability and ESG criteria, because they
are focused on the development and support of the
country. Already now, it is important for Ukrainian

business to create projects that will be able to at—
tract and attract as many investors as possible in
the future. Yes, energy independence from Russia
is an important direction of investment not only in
Ukraine, but also in Europe and the USA. There is
an opinion that the best way to reduce dependence
on Russian energy is to accelerate the transition
to renewable energy sources, simultaneously with
the search for short—term options for bringing new
oil and gas to the market [5]. At the same time, the
key factors in the stability of the investment busi—
ness in adverse conditions, namely war conditions,
are the availability of a financial reserve and the ab—
sence of location attachment. It is the financial re—
serve that every enterprise should have to ensure
the continuation of business, even when it is nec—
essary to change its location and transfer produc—
tion facilities, employees, etc., at least six months
ahead. Therefore, it is important to have funds that
will be able to sustain the investment business un—
til it stabilizes and receives income. As practice has
shown, enterprises that cannot change their loca—
tion are unable to move their business to a safer
place and risk losing it or incurring losses that may
lead to bankruptcy [11—-141].

Also, measures carried out by the state are an
important component of supporting investment
business in the conditions of martial law. State and
donor programs, private initiatives to support en—
trepreneurs — all this is designed to preserve doing
business in the modern realities of war. As for the
main state programs, they include: programs for
obtaining a grant from the state for business de—
velopment, lending to an enterprise under the «5—
7—9%» program, exemption from paying a single
tax for taxpayers of groups 1 and 2 until the ter—
mination/ cancellation of martial law, a single tax of
2% without VAT for businesses with a turnover of
up to UAH 10 billion, a program to relocate busi—
nesses to safe regions to continue full-time work,
and other programs [18—20].

Regarding the attraction of additional investors
in business, it should be emphasized that the at—
tractiveness of Ukraine for domestic and foreign
investors has significantly decreased, which is due
to the risk of damage to enterprises or their de—
struction, deterioration of the economic situa—
tion and other factors caused by the war. Howev—
er, the Government of Ukraine is already working
on a mechanism for insurance of investments in
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martial law conditions, which will allow investors
to guarantee the safety of capital investments in
Ukrainian assets. Currently, Ukraine is negotiating
with the Multilateral Investment Guarantee Agen—
cy (MIGA), which is part of the World Bank group,
which will provide an opportunity to use invest—
ment insurance programs in conditions of terrorist
threats. To guarantee safety, investors will buy in—
surance, the cost of which is calculated depending
on the amount of investment. In case of force ma-—
jeure, the investor will be able to receive compen-—
sation for these funds. The Ministry of Economy is
also working on improving the conditions for doing
business in Ukraine, which will be directly reflected
in the program for attracting investments and de—
regulation. Earlier, the Government approved the
Draft Law on Simplifying Permitting Procedures for
Land Acquisition and Starting Construction During
the Implementation of Projects Aimed at Reviving
the Economy [3; 6—8l.

The main type of investment that Ukraine needs in
the current conditions of military aggression is to re—
duce dependence on Russian energy resources. The
best way to achieve this goal is to switch from con—
ventional fuels to renewable ones. With this in mind,
you can consider Ukrainian startups developing the
idea of environmental sustainability. Other sectors
that need increased attention are agriculture and

food. The situation of many countries of the world de—
pends on the agricultural products of Ukraine, which
became mare obvious when the ports were blocked
and grain trucks were stolen by the Russian occupi-
ers, when the world community began to panic about
a possible large—scale famine [9; 15; 17].

In order to invest in the economy of Ukraine and be
protected, investors must comply with the following
basic requirements: have a financial cushion equal
to six sums of total expenses per month (including
a reserve for unforeseen situations); continue to in—
vest, allocating 30% of the funds for investments in
domestic startups, state projects and interesting
initiatives from local companies that predict suffi-
cient profitability in the future [4; 7—11].

International investment activity for the month of
May turned out to be the most active in light of the
receipt of approved aid from Ukraine’s world al—-
lies, the USA and the EU, and amounted to $40 bil-
lion and $2 billion. EUR respectively. Thus, the to—
tal amount of investment assistance from the USA
was increased from 33 billion to 40 billion dollars, of
which about half of these funds will go to Ukraine’s
military and humanitarian needs (Fig. 1).

The participation of foreign capital could signifi—
cantly activate the conversion of military produc—
tion, which is especially relevant in the conditions of
martial law in Ukraine.

oil and gas processing enterprises; enterprises of
railway, sea, river, air and road transport of gen—
eral use; enterprises and facilities of the electric
power industry, hydroelectric power plants, ther—
mal power plants; objects of education and science
financed from the state budget; public roads; sub—
ways; main power transmission lines; oil and gas
pipelines, pipeline transport [8—12].

Among the priority directions of foreign invest—
ment should be included the creation of modern
infrastructure in Ukraine: transport, technically
equipped warehouses, telecommunications, busi—
ness infrastructure (offices, business centers, da—
ta banks and other facilities), household services.

Conclusions

Therefore, without investing in the basis of the
country’s vital sphere, it will be difficult to rebuild
the economy of Ukraine and resume the devel—
opment of international investment activities. Re—
construction of the economy of Ukraine is not only

an urgent, but also quite attractive sphere of ac—
tivity for foreign investors, as it will create a favor—
able material basis for further business activity of
foreign capital. Today, more than ever, we need a
quick return on the invested funds in order to max-—
imally contribute to the fastest exit of the economy
from the crisis state, which was caused by the mili—
tary aggression of the Russian Federation against
our country. Also, international investment in the
economy of Ukraine will raise the authority of inter—
national investment cooperation on the territory of
European countries and the whole world. In addi—
tion to the specified spheres, zones and objects for
priority attraction of foreign capital, environmental
problems of a national, regional and global nature
are becoming increasingly important and relevant
[B]. Investors need to see the results of overcom-—
ing negative consequences, resuming business op—
erations and receiving profits from it, because it is
important for them to know that their investments
are not wasted and are used purposefully [1].

Administrative principles of adaptive security policy

Relevance of the research topic. The study of the management principles of the adaptive security
policy of public—private support of innovative business in the conditions of globalization is conditioned
by the lack of a unified approach to the implementation of the algorithm of this process.

Formulation of the problem. The mechanism of cooperation between state authorities, local
self—government bodies, and the private sector in the form of a public—private partnership allows for
coordination and consideration of the mutual interests of the state and business in the implementation
of joint security innovation and investment projects, targeted industry programs, etc., which in the
conditions of globalization determines the relevance of the topic research.

Setting the purpose and objectives of the study — to investigate the management principles of
adaptive security policy of public—private support of innovative business in the conditions of globalization.

Research method or methodology. The article uses the following methods: monographic, analysis
and synthesis, systematization.

Presentation of the main material (research results). It has been proven that in the conditions
of globalization in Ukraine, it is necessary to introduce an automated analytical and informational system
for processing and analyzing both current and new legislation. However, it is worth noting that at this
time there is still no single structure that would establish an automated analytical and informational
system for processing legislation in the field of science, innovation and investments in security.

Field of application of results. The results of the research can be used in the practical activities
of organizations and institutions to improve the adaptive security policy of public—private support for
innovative business in the conditions of globalization.

Conclusions on the article. In orderto ensure the effectiveness of the management of the adaptive
security policy of public—private support of innovative business in the conditions of globalization, it is
necessary to streamline the existing legal system and supplement it with a whole series of documents
that would regulate and ensure the creation of innovative infrastructure, the development of technology
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transfer, high—tech production, venture financing, the integration of science, education and production,
activities of enterprises in the structure of cluster formations, regional innovative development, etc. In
addition, it is necessary at the state level to provide comprehensive support for the initiatives of local
self—government bodies regarding the development of innovative programs and projects within the
framework of regional innovative development strategies.

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Formation of marketing product policy

The subject of the research there are theoretical foundations for the formation of the marketing
policy of agrarian enterprises.

The purpose there is a study of the essence, role, directions of formation and implementation of
marketing commodity policy of agrarian enterprises.

Research methods. The work uses a dialectical method of scientific knowledge, analysis and
synthesis, a systematic approach, a method of comparing and summarizing data.

Results of work. The article defines the essence, structure and features of marketing commaodity
policyof agrarian enterprises. The relationship betweenthe economic efficiency of the sale of agricultural
products and the management of the marketing commodity policy of agricultural enterprises has been
established. The directions for the formation and implementation of the marketing commodity policy of
agrarian enterprises have been determined.

Field of application. Marketing.

Conclusions. It was determined that the marketing of products of agricultural enterprises is
somewhat more complicated than other types of marketing, which is due to the variety of means of
its implementation, the transformation of the modern paradigm of agricultural marketing. An analysis
of the overall product policy of the product policy of an agricultural enterprise was carried out, the
components of which are the consumer value of agricultural products, the economic benefits of the
agricultural producer from the production and sale of products, the characteristics of the trademark
for certain types of agricultural products and their packaging, the effectiveness of the introduction
of types of agricultural products into the markets, the indicators of the assortment and its balance
from the standpoint of the life cycle of agricultural products. The research established that the objects
for further planning of the product policy of agricultural enterprises are the analysis of marketing
components of agricultural products and methods of analysis of the product portfolio, assortment
and nomenclature of products of an agricultural enterprise.

Formulation of the problem. The commodi-
ty policy of agricultural enterprises involves stra—
tegic and tactical actions based on predetermined
principles of market behavior, the formation of an
assortment of agricultural products and its man-—
agement, taking into account the specifics of the
agricultural sector of the economy. Any enterprise
in the agricultural sector must analyze the factors
that influence the formation of product policy and
implement it as accurately as possible in conditions
of fierce competition, focusing on the demand and
expectations of consumers.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. Theoretical and methodological aspects of
the formation and implementation of the marketing
commodity policy were studied by such well-known
foreign and domestic scientists as G. Armstrong, ,
D. Anker, P.R. Dixon, F. Kotler, M.Yu. Antonchen—
ko, V.V. Arestenko, L.V. Balabanova, O.Yu. Bilen—
kyi, S.M. Bonyar, AV. Vojchak, S.S. Harkavenko,

The purpose of the article there is a study
of the essence, role, directions of formation and
implementation of marketing commaodity policy of
agrarian enterprises.

Presentation of the main material of the
study. Marketing related to the production and
sale of agricultural products is much more com-—
plicated than other types of marketing: this com-—
plexity is due to the variety of methods and ways of
its implementation. The use of special methods of
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planning and implementation of marketing activi—
ties is due to a significant number of various prod-
ucts on the agro—food market, some differentiation
of products and their significance for the consumer
[1,p. 1531

A large number of domestic and foreign scien—
tists were engaged in the study and analytical ac—
tivities of marketing commodity policy, who defined
its components in different ways and accordingly
differentiated the process of analysis and further
planning of marketing commaodity policy.

The transformation of marketing management,
that is, the transition from the sales to the innova-
tive marketing concept of management of an ag—
ricultural enterprise, involves the coordination of
the marketing system of the enterprise not only
with the external environment, but also with other
spheres of enterprise management [2].

The analysis of the commodity policy of enter—
prises can be aimed at [3, p. 461:

— assessment of the results and benefits of the
subject of entrepreneurial activity from the sale of
a certain product, product lines and product range;

— analysis of the attitude of consumers towards
the goods of the agricultural enterprise and the
goods of the respective competitors;

— analysis of associations related to these goods;

— study of the opportunities and threats of the
macro environment, as well as the strengths and
weaknesses of the product;

— assessment of feasibility and effectiveness of
the process of development and introduction of new
products of agrarian enterprises to the market;

— clarification of the consistency of the product
range with the goals of the enterprise and its bal—
ance in view of the life cycle of the products;

— monitoring the attitude of various market sub—
jects to the structural elements of the product, de—
veloping measures to improve it and optimizing the
product range.

Solving the above tasks requires defining the ob—
ject and subject of analysis. The objects of com—
modity policy analysis in general are:

— commodity unit and elements of its structure
(characteristics, branding, packaging);

— product line and product range;

— a new product (service) of the enterprise and
the process of its development.

The subject of the analysis of the commadity poli—
cy of an agricultural enterprise is [3, p. 59]:

— consumer value of agricultural products;

— economic benefits of an agrarian enterprise from
the production and sale of agricultural products;

— product brand characteristics for certain types
of products (popularity; consumer loyalty; cost,
etc.) and its packaging;

— effectiveness of introduction of new products
on the markets;

— indicators of the assortment and its balance
from the point of view of the life cycle of the product.

The marketing policy of agricultural enterprises
must take into account certain factors [4, c. 711]:

— the formation of demand occurs under the in—
fluence of deterministic or stochastic needs, re—
quests and interests, therefore, the system of
marketing planning and effective marketing prod—
uct policy must necessarily and first of all satisfy
the primary needs of consumers;

— production processes, storage of agricultural
products depend on natural and weather conditions;

— peculiarities of the formation of demand for ag—
ricultural products — seasonality and low elasticity;

— the formation of a set of goods that could be
operated, ensuring that the goods are alternate—
ly brought to the market at the peak of demand
growth, its maintenance and removal from the
market, taking into account seasonality;

—the complexity of changes in the range of Ukrai—
nian products;

— minimal opportunities and limitations of agri—
cultural producers in diversification solutions.

Having analyzed the theoretical aspects of the
marketing commaodity policy of agrarian enterpris—
es and the prerequisites for its formation, it would
be appropriate, in our opinion, to define and char—
acterize its main functions.

The functions of marketing commaodity policy of
agricultural enterprises should reflect the specif-
ics of agricultural marketing planning, development
and implementation of commadity palicy. In gener—
al, it is advisable to divide the functions of market-
ing product policy into preliminary (strategic) and
main (tactical) ones [, p. 48].

The strategic functions of the marketing com—
modity policy of agricultural enterprises include:

— identification of a specific segment of the mar-—
ket, determination of the place of agricultural prod—
ucts manufactured (grown) among the total set of
products and services on the market of agricultural
products, analysis of the specifics of this segment;
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— analysis of the rationality of overcoming mar-
ket barriers;

— analysis of the agricultural market situation,
study and forecasting of market demand and sup-—
ply in quantitative volumes in a specific season;

— development of the concept of the life cycle of
agricultural products;

— mandatory systematic monitoring of the mar—
keting environment of agricultural enterprises;

— determining the competitiveness of agricultur—
al products, ways to increase it;

— analysis of the possibilities of maximizing the
volume of production of agricultural products and
reducing their cost and price.

The main functions of the marketing product pol—
icy of agricultural enterprises include: planning the
production process, organization of material and
technical support, management of marketing inno—
vation policy, management of the quality and com—
petitiveness of agricultural products, ensuring the
quality of the product corresponding to consum-—
er demand, assortment management, bringing the
product to the market and its support , monitoring
the performance of tasks, etc.

On the basis of the above, it is advisable to single
out several areas of analytical work and determine
the most effective and acceptable for further use in
the context of the analysis of the commodity policy
of agrarian enterprises. It is appropriate to make
the main objects of analysis and further planning of
the commodity policy of agricultural enterprises [6,
p. 1091

1. Analysis of the marketing components of agri—
cultural products, the value of these products for the
consumer, loyalty to the brand, comparison of agri—
cultural products with similar products of compet—
ing companies, comparison of product properties
from the standpoint of the agricultural enterprise
and buyers, analysis of the novelty and innovative—
ness of products, analysis of the brand, packaging (
containers), housing, economic benefits of agricul-
tural enterprises from the production of a particular
type of agricultural products, in—depth assessment
of the needs of individual groups of consumers.

2. Methods of analysis of the product portfolio,
assortment and nomenclature, their balance from
the standpoint of the life cycle of the product and
agricultural enterprise.

Let's consider in more detail the elements of the
analysis of marketing components. For an enter—

prise, the product is primarily a source of profit, an
agricultural enterprise is no exception, therefore
its analysis involves giving priority to such economic
criteria as the volume of sales, seasonality of prof-
its; level and dynamics of profitability; the amount
and dynamics of sales of agricultural products (de—
pending on the season); market share of the en—
terprise in the agricultural market. The main list of
indicators for the analysis of the economic perfor—
mance of products is given in the table.

From the point of view of marketing, the econom-—
ic goals of the agricultural enterprise will be sat—
isfied only if the needs of the buyers are satisfied.
Therefore, the marketing analysis of agricultur—
al products (services) should begin with the study
of its consumer value. It means not only objective
consumer value, which can be expressed, for ex—
ample, by technical parameters, but also subjective
consumer value of products, as well as actual and
potential consumer value. The buyer is the main
object for an agricultural enterprise, but this does
not mean that the analysis of agricultural products
should be limited only to the study of its consumer
value for the buyer.

The analysis should take into account the opin—
ion of other subjects of the agricultural market who
are interested in the agricultural products of the
enterprise. The analysis must necessarily have a
reference point, for example: products of compet—
ing companies, other ways of satisfying needs, etc.
No less important is the temporal aspect, which
should take into account the analysis of agricul-
tural products in the past, current and future time,
which makes it possible to see the assessment of
dynamics and the qualitative nature of changes,
establish trends, and make appropriate forecasts
for the future [7, 81].

\When analyzing agricultural products, it is neces—
sary to consider its various parameters and func-
tions, therefore it should be multifaceted. The meth-
od of analysis depends on the type of agricultural
products (crop or livestock products), market, enter—
prise, time period. Parameters such as sales mar—
kets, sales periods and seasonality are of particular
importance in the analysis of agricultural products.

In general terms, it can be stated that the pur-
pose of the analysis of the marketing commodity
policy of agricultural enterprises is to assess the
conformity of agricultural products with the eco—
nomic expectations of the producing enterprise,

the needs of the agricultural market, and to iden—
tify opportunities and threats to the functioning of
an agricultural enterprise in a competitive environ—
ment. On the basis of the conducted analysis, de—
cisions regarding the improvement of agricultural
production are substantiated.

For entrepreneurial activity in the agrarian
sphere, a necessary indicator of effective function—
ing is the value of agricultural products. The issue
of analysis and development of the marketing com-—
modity policy of an agricultural enterprise directly
depends on the analysis of the value of agricultural
products [9, p. 239].

The next important element of the analysis of the
marketing product policy of an agricultural enterprise
and its products as its key element is the method of
analyzing the consumer value of products by buyers.
According to the concept of marketing, an agricultur—
al enterprise should produce (grow) not what it can
or has produced (grow) before, but what consum-—
ers need. Agricultural products have many proper—
ties, the most important of which are their consumer
value for the buyer, the rank of this consumer value,
as well as the characteristic of the product that is de—
cisive when making a purchase. Assessment of the
significant property of agricultural products, com—
bined with the need to purchase it for the consumer,
and therefore the significance for the economic re—
sults of the agricultural enterprise [10, p. 261.

Another method of analyzing agricultural products
is the analysis of the benefits created at the agri—
cultural enterprise from the production (growing) of

products. Evaluating agricultural products through
the lens of consumer value and customer expecta-—
tions means finding out the requirements that an
ideal product should meet. The data is obtained as
a result of marketing research. Often, the neces—
sary information is obtained with the help of employ-
ees who maintain constant contact with customers.
However, the perceptions of employees about the
attitude of buyers to agricultural products do not al-
ways correspond to reality, and therefore it is advis—
able to conduct a comparative analysis of data ob—
tained from employees of agricultural enterprises
and intermediate or final buyers.

Analyzing any agricultural enterprise, one can
easily single out among the product nomenclature
and annual financial reports and reports of mar-
keting and analytical centers a group of agricultural
products that satisfy the requirements of end con—
sumers and bring economic profit from their pro-
duction and sale.

Conclusions

Marketing of products of agricultural enterpris—
es of Ukraine is somewhat more complicated than
other types of marketing, which is due to the va-
riety of means of its implementation, the trans—
formation of the modern paradigm of agricultural
marketing. The application of various methods of
planning and implementation of marketing activi—
ties of agricultural enterprises is determined by the
characteristics of various types of products on the
agricultural market, their significance for the end
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consumer and the characteristics of marketing in
the agricultural sector.

The subject of the analysis of the commodity policy
of the agricultural enterprise is the consumer value
of agricultural products, the economic benefits of the
agricultural producer from the production and sale
of products, the characteristics of the trademark for
certain types of agricultural products and their pack—
aging, the effectiveness of the introduction of types of
agricultural products to the markets, the indicators
of the assortment and its balance from the stand—
point of the life cycle of the agricultural products

The main objects of analysis and further planning
of the product policy of agricultural enterprises are:
1) analysis of the marketing components of agri—
cultural products, their value for the consumer, the
attitude of consumers to the brand, comparison of
agricultural products with products of competing
companies, comparison of product properties from
the perspective of the company and buyers, analy—
sis of the novelty and innovativeness of agricultural
products, analysis of brand, packaging (container),
XLl, economic benefits of an agricultural enter—
prise from the production of a separate agricultur—
al product, an in—depth assessment of the needs
of individual groups of consumers; 2) methods of
analysis of the product portfolio, assortment and
nomenclature, their balance from the standpoint of
the life cycle of the product and the enterprise.
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Actual aspects of financial analysis of the activities

of enterprises under martial law in Ukraine

The subject of the research is the theoretical and practical aspects of determining the mechanism
for conducting financial analysis at Ukrainian enterprises during martial law.

The aim of the research is to study the regulatory framework that determines the features of
financial analysis of the activities of enterprises in the conditions of martial law in Ukraine.

Research methods. In the process of writing the article, general scientific and special methods for
studying economic phenomena and processes were used, which are inherent in the study of financial
analysis of the activities of enterprises under martial law.

Results of the investigation. Because of writing the article, it was found that the beginning of a
full-scale invasion of Russia into the territory of Ukraine brought fundamental changes in all spheres
of life. It is determined that from February 24, 2022 all enterprises are simply trying to survive by
retaining the minimum number of employees necessary for their normal functioning in the conditions
of hostilities. It has been proven that when preparing financial statements and conducting general
financial analysis, enterprises need to take into account the impact of war on the continuity of their
activities and, if possible, conduct a sensitivity analysis of several possible scenarios. It was determined
that now, due to the instability of the country's economic sphere, new obstacles arise in the way of the
functioning of enterprises, namely, unjustified risks, unforeseen expenses, losses of enterprises due
to the conduct of hostilities. It is established that all enterprises, depending on the impact of the war
on their business, which will depend on the specific circumstances of the enterprise, must disclose
in the notes to the financial statements information about the potential impact on the next reporting
period. In addition to the impact on business continuity, enterprises must constantly review all areas
of financial accounting that are affected by the uncertainty of judgments and estimates.

Scope of the results. Finance, Financial analysis, Financial accounting, Enterprise efficiency,
Financial diagnostics, Management, Risk management, Entrepreneurship.

Conclusions. It was determined that when preparing financial statements and conducting a general
financial analysis, all enterprises must necessarily take into account the impact of the war on their
activities. It was established that the Council of the Audit Chamber of Ukraine issued an information
letter on the impact of the military aggression of the Russian Federation on financial reporting and
audit reports, according to which all enterprises are required to prepare financial statements based
on accounting data, which in turn are based on the principles defined by the applicable conceptual
framework. It has been proved that during the period of martial law or a state of war, as well as within
three months after its completion, individuals, individuals — entrepreneurs, legal entities are not
subject to administrative and criminal liability for failure to submit or late submission of reports and
documents specified in subparagraph 1 paragraph 1 of Law No. 2115—IX. It is established that after
the end of martial law, regulated information is disclosed by issuers of securities within the following
periods: annual regular information for 2021 of the reporting year is disclosed within 90 days after
the end of martial law; interim regular information for the respective quarter of 2022 is disclosed
together with annual regular information for 202 1; special information about facts that have arisen
during the period of martial law shall be disclosed within 30 days after the end of the martial law.

Formulation of the problem. The beginning of
the full-scale invasion of Russia on the territory of
Ukraine brought radical changes in all spheres of
life. Therefore, as the main goal of enterprises of
all forms of ownership is to obtain maximum profit
and optimize costs, the war adjusted these tasks.
Now, from February 24, 2022 all enterprises are
trying to simply survive, keeping the number of em—
ployees that is minimally necessary for their normal
functioning in the conditions of military operations.
When preparing financial statements and con—

ducting general financial analysis, companies need
to consider the impact of war on the continuity of
their activities and, if possible, conduct a sensitiv—-
ity analysis of several possible scenarios. The need
for this arises because it is necessary to establish
whether there is a material uncertainty regard—
ing the ability of enterprises to continue their ac—
tivities on a going concern basis. From now on, due
to the instability of the country’s economic sphere,
new obstacles appear in the way of the functioning
of enterprises: unjustified risks, unforeseen costs,
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losses of enterprises due to the conduct of military
operations.

Analysis of research and publications on
the problem. Financial analysis is quite impor—
tant for the functioning of every enterprise, espe—
cially in wartime conditions. Such a large number
of economists have devoted their works to this is—
sue, including: V. Borokhvostoy, L. Burdonos, O. Ve—
lychko, O. Dolynska, O. Zorina, L. lvanchenkova, T.
Kalinesku, A. Kuznietsova, N. Kuprina, V. Ladyzhets,
Yu. Lutsyk, O. Petrakovska, T. Stupnytska, L. Sku—
rinevska, S. Sliusar, S. Terenchuk, L. Fedoryshyna,
H. Chmeruk, O. Yurchenko and others.

Presenting main material. In pre—war times,
before the start of a full—scale invasion, all enter—
prises, in order to obtain high profits and maintain a
competitive position in the market, had to constantly
analyze the results of their activities in the past and
make a forecast for the future. For this, they used
effective mechanisms for managing the company’s
financial condition, where the key element was fi—
nancial analysis. The main task of financial analy—
sis was and still is — analysis of the external and in—
ternal environment, comparison of the results of
the company’s activities with similar results of the
main competitors on the market, identification of
the main factors and threats of possible bankruptcy
and other risks in the company’s activities [13; 14;
15]. Now the situation is changing, since the war in
Ukraine affected all spheres of economy. Thus, the
Council of the Audit Chamber of Ukraine issued an
information sheet on the impact of the military ag—
gression of the Russian Federation on financial re—
porting and audit reports [1]. According to the letter
[1], all enterprises are obliged to prepare financial
statements based on accounting data.

Accounting and financial reporting are based on
the principles defined by the applicable conceptual
framework. The issues of organization of account—
ing at the enterprise belong to the competence of
its owner (owners) or authorized body (official) in
accordance with the legislation and founding docu-
ments. The war can affect the ability of authorized
persons to ensure the organization of accounting
and recording of the facts of all economic trans—
actions [17; 18]. The economic consequences of
the war can affect the financial reporting of enter—
prises due to the following factors (Fig. 1) Fig. 1.
Shows that these factors can change, so this im—
pact needs to be reviewed regularly, since the fur—
ther development, duration and impact of war can—
not be predicted. It is also necessary to fully comply
with the applicable accounting standards (IFRS or
GAAP) regarding the consideration of events after
the reporting period and the assessment of going
concern. During the preparation of financial state—
ments of enterprises, it is necessary to constant—
ly pay attention to the impact of war on the con—
tinuity of operations and, if possible, to conduct a
sensitivity analysis of several possible scenarios to
determine whether there is a material uncertainty
about the ability of enterprises to continue as a go—
ing concern. This may require additional disclosure
of information in financial statements [8—12].

In some circumstances, it may be necessary to
consider the feasibility of reporting on a going con-—
cern basis. For this, the enterprise must consider
all available information about the impact of these
events on future operations at least within 12
months from the reporting date or after the date of
signing the financial statements. However, a longer
term is desirable. This assessment of continuity of

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activity should be constantly updated until the date
of approval of the financial statements [14—161.
According to IFRS 10, events after the reporting
period are divided into events that indicate condi—
tions that existed at the end of the reporting peri—
od and require adjustment after the reporting pe—
riod, and events that indicate conditions that arose
after the reporting period, therefore do not require
adjustment after the reporting period [2]. According
to IPSAS 6, events after the balance sheet date that
provide additional information about the determina—
tion of amounts related to conditions that existed at
the balance sheet date require adjustments to the
relevant assets and liabilities. Events that occur af-
ter the balance sheet date and indicate conditions
that have arisen after this date do not require ad—
justment of financial statement items [2]. Since the
invasion of Ukraine occurred at the end of February
2022, this event does not require adjustment af-
ter the reporting period. According to IPSAS 6, such
events should be disclosed in the notes to the finan—
cial statements if the lack of information about them
would affect the ability of users of the statements
to make appropriate assessments and make deci—
sions. According to IAS 10, for each category of sig—
nificant events that do not require adjustment af-
ter the reporting period, the entity should disclose
the nature of the events; preliminary assessment of
their financial impact or state that such an assess—
ment is impossible [19—20]. Thus, companies, de—
pending on the impact of the war on their business,
which will depend on the specific circumstances of
the entity, should disclose in the notes to the finan—
cial statements information about the potential im—
pact on the next reporting period. Companies should
also consider disclosing the potential impact of war

in the management report when communicating
the main risks and uncertainties if further possible
developments could lead to negative deviations from
the company’s forecasts. In addition to the impact
on business continuity, enterprises must constant—
ly review all areas of financial accounting that are
affected by the uncertainty of judgments and esti—
mates (Fig. 2) [1-71:

Also, in connection with the introduction of
martial law in Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine dated
03.03.2022 No. 2115—-1X «On the protection of
the interests of subjects submitting reports and
other documents during the period of martial law
or a state of war» [3] provides that, in particular,
legal entities submit financial, audit reports and
any other documents, the submission of which is
required in accordance with the norms of current
legislation in documentary and/ or electronic form,
within three months after the termination or aboli—
tion of martial law or the state of war for the entire
period of non—submission of reports or the obliga—
tion to submit documents [3].

During the period of martial law or a state of
war, as well as within three months after its ter—
mination, administrative and/or criminal liability
for non—submission or late submission of reports
and/or documents specified in sub—item 1 shall
not apply to individuals, individual entrepreneurs;
legal entities paragraph one of Law No. 2115—IX
[3]. The National Bank of Ukraine, by resolution of
the NBU Board dated March 7, 2022 No. 41 «On
the preparation and submission of financial state—
ments during the period of martial law» [4] estab—
lished the following procedure for the preparation
and submission of financial statements by Ukrai—
nian banks during martial law:

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1. Banks that have not completed the work on
drawing up annual financial statements and con—
solidated annual statements for 2021 in con-
nection with the introduction of martial law must
continue this work after the termination or cancel—-
lation of martial law;

2. If possible, banks submit and publish on their
own website annual financial statements and con—
solidated financial statements for 2021 togeth-—
er with an audit report and submit financial state—
ments compiled on the basis of the taxonomy of
financial statements according to international
standards in a single electronic format to the cen—
ter for collecting financial statements, the opera—
tional management of which is carried out by the
National Securities and Stock Market Commission;

3. The National Bank does not apply influence
measures to banks for violating the deadlines for
submission of annual financial statements and
consolidated annual financial statements for 2021
together with the auditor’s report, as well as inter—
im financial statements and consolidated interim
financial statements for the 1st quarter of 2022
during the period of martial law state and within
three months after its termination or cancellation.

By Resolution of the NBU Board dated March 6,
2022 No. 39 [5], the NBU also regulated the ac—
tivities of participants in the non—banking financial
services market, non—banking financial groups, the
payment market, collection companies and legal
entities that received a license to provide collec—

tion services to banks. In particular, influence mea—
sures will not be applied to the specified market
participants for violations (Fig. 3) [1—7].

Also, the National Commission for Securities and
the Stock Market (NCSCFR) adopted a decision dat—
ed March 13, 2022 No. 161 [6] regarding the dis—
closure of regulated information by issuers of secu—
rities during the period of martial law in the country.
The commission established that during the peri—
od of martial law issuers of securities are exempted
from the obligation to disclose regulated information
within the time limits established by the current leg—-
islation and regulatory acts of the regulator [B].

After the end of martial law, issuers of securities
disclose regulated information in the following terms:

1. Annual regular information for the 2021 re—
porting year is disclosed within S0 days after the
end of martial law;

2.Interim regular information for the corre-
sponding quarter of 2022 is disclosed together
with annual regular information for 2021;

3. Special information about the facts that arose
during the period of martial law is disclosed within
30 days after the end of martial law [9—12].

Conclusions.

Therefore, it was established that during the prep—
aration of financial statements and conducting a gen—
eral financial analysis, all enterprises must necessar—
ily take into account the impact of war and martial law
on their continuous activity and conduct a sensitivity

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analysis of several possible scenarios of further de—
velopment. Due to the instability of the economic sit—
uation in Ukraine, new obstacles appear in the way of
the functioning of enterprises (unjustified risks, un—
foreseen costs, losses of enterprises due to the con—
duct of military operations). In particular, the Council
of the Audit Chamber of Ukraine issued an informa—
tion letter regarding the impact of military aggres—
sion of the Russian Federation on financial reporting
and audit reports, according to which all enterpris—
es are required to prepare financial reporting based
on accounting data, which in turn are based on the
principles defined by the applicable conceptual basis.
All businesses, depending on the impact of the war
on their business, which will depend on the specific
circumstances of the business entity, must disclose
in the notes to the financial statements information
about the potential impact on the next reporting pe—
riod.

Obligations: essence, classification, accounting

Relevance of the research topic. According to the requirements for submitting accounting
(financial) statements, the most important information characterizing the financial condition of the
enterprise is information about its obligations to other legal entities and individuals. At the same time,
despite many years of accounting reforms in Ukraine, significant problems remain in the methodology
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and organization of the most important accounting objects — liabilities of enterprises. There is no single
terminological space in the field of liability accounting, there is no single classification of various types of
liabilities. This indicates the need to develop unified conceptual bases for the accounting of enterprise
liabilities. There are still problems in the method of accounting for specific types of obligations: the
rules for their recognition, the method of assessment, requirements for display in reporting. The
presence of the listed problems indicates the need to improve the methods of recognition, assessment
and reflection in the reporting of obligations and the organization of their accounting in the practical
activities of enterprises.

The purpose of the study is: development and substantiation of theoretical, methodical and
practical recommendations for improving the accounting of the liabilities of enterprises to ensure a
reliable display of the liabilities indicator in financial statements.

Research methods. The article uses the dialectical method of scientific knowledge, the method of
analysis and synthesis, comparison, the method of generalizing data, the studyis based on a systematic
approach to the problems under consideration, the study of their relationship and development.

Research results. Modern approaches to the definition and recognition, assessment and
classification of the company's liabilities are considered. The need to allocate various classification
features for grouping obligations in order to optimize them is substantiated. Proposals for improving
the accounting of specific types of obligations have been provided.

Scope of the results. Inthe field of economic sciences and in the practical activities of enterprises.
Conclusions on the article. As a result of the conducted research, a detailed classification of liabilities
has been established, which makes it possible to better understand their essence, and also helps
internal and external users to obtain versatile information about liabilities in order to optimize them.
The study of modern realities on the accounting of liabilities shows that their topics can be divided into
the following groups: theoretical aspects related to the accounting of liabilities; the issue of accounting
for obligations of specific types; liability assessment problems; issues of accounting for liabilities arising
from specific business transactions; problems of disclosure of information about liabilities in reporting.

The subject of the study is the development of the tourism sphere of Ukraine through the prism
of world trends.

The purpose of the study is to determine milestones in the development of the tourism sphere of
Ukraine through the lens of world trends.

Research methods. The work uses the dialectical method of scientific knowledge, the method of
analysis and synthesis, the comparative method, and the method of summarizing data.

Work results. The paper presents the main factors contributing to the development of inbound
tourism. Prospects for the development of tourism as a branch of the national economy are outlined.
The classification of types of tourist flows is presented. A number of negative trends in the development
of tourism in Ukraine have been identified.

Conclusions. The results of the conducted research were the following conclusions. The impact of
global trends on the development of tourism branch in Ukraine is determined. Ukraine has a strong
potential for the development of inbound and domestic tourism, in particular: geographical location,
cultural heritage, natural and natural—recreational resources, but occupies an insignificant place in
the world tourism market. A number of negative trends in the development of the tourism sector
of Ukraine were revealed: the annual increase in the negative balance of financial accounts under
the heading «Travel»; unsatisfactory degree of subjective perception of the quality of work of tourist
enterprises and subjects of the tourism industry; insufficient level of safety of tourist trips; consumer
dissatisfaction with the tourist infrastructure, which necessitates the development of a quality

management system in the country's tourism sector.

At the same
time, the attitude towards statistics in society is ambiguous.

Reproduction and use of labor resources
of agricultural enterprises

The subject of research is reproduction and use of labor resources of agricultural enterprises.

The purpose of the study is to determine the main areas of increasing the efficiency of the use of
labor resources.

Research methaods. The work uses the dialectical method of scientific knowledge, the method of
analysis and synthesis, the comparative method, and the method of summarizing data.

Work results. The paper provides the definition of «labor resources». The classification of employees
according to the nature of the work performed is outlined. Labor productivity indicators are determined.

Conclusions. With the appropriate technical equipment of each enterprise, the level of labor
security of the production process significantly affects the results of economic activity, and the higher
it is, the more gross products are produced. The qualitative composition of labor resources plays not
the least role in the efficiency of agricultural production, because with the same number of permanent
employees, each enterprise achieves different labor results, and accordingly, different results of
economic activity. An important role in stabilizing and expanding the employment of employees is
the development of types of activities, diversification of production and the appropriate level of its
payment. The number of workers employed in agricultural production is directly related to the level
of labor productivity. A motivational mechanism for increasing labor productivity based on the use
of economic, organizational and social factors is necessary. It envisages, through the creation of
alternative economic formations, the improvement of land and property relations, the strengthening
of the individual interest of employees in the development of production.

Formulation of the problem. In the current con—
ditions of globalization of the world economy, an im-
portant direction for Ukraine is integration into world
economic relations, in particular, participation in in—
ternational trade. The strengthening of the globaliza—
tion of world economic processes, in which Ukraine
is also involved, as well as the growth of competition
in the domestic market of Ukraine necessitates the
search for new sales markets by Ukrainian enter—
prises [1—5]. In the conditions of intensifying compe—
tition in most world markets, only state support for
domestic manufacturers is not enough, marketing
support for the process of entering the internation—
al market by the enterprises themselves is also very
important. Modern research in this field is based on a
sufficiently detailed theoretical concept, a clear sys—
tem of data collection and interpretation of foreign
economic activity [8; 9; 10].

Domestic studies devoted to the improvement
of marketing activities in the process of enter—
ing foreign markets at the level of enterprises are
not sufficiently developed, which is expressed in the
absence of quantitative assessments of the rela—
tionship between the characteristics of enterpris—
es, the degree of their involvement in internation—
al activities, marketing strategy and the results
of international activities. As a result, the recom—
mendations for improving the international activ—
ities of Ukrainian enterprises appear insufficient—
ly substantiated. Therefore, for the vast majority
of Ukrainian enterprises, the results of a study of

the effectiveness of their export activity are rele—
vant, which would help determine what affects its
improvement [18; 19; 201.

The following scientists considered the
process of marketing management and its impact
on the efficiency of the enterprise in many works:

Despite the large num-—
ber of scientific works, in this field there is no clear
mechanism for improving marketing management
at the enterprise, there are no specific recommen-—
dations for the rational application and solution of
urgent problems of marketing management in the
foreign economic activity of the enterprise.

Presenting main material. The current stage
of Ukraine's economy is characterized by the deep—
ening of its integration with the world community,
the active entry of domestic enterprises into foreign
markets, and the intensification of the development
of new forms of international business. In these con—
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ditions, interest in studying international marketing
objectively grows [7—10Q]. International marketing is
usually defined as the marketing of goods and ser—
vices across national borders or as marketing car—
ried out by an international company. According to
its economic content, international marketing is a
market concept of management, which is based on
the principles of organizing the production and com-—
mercial activities of an international company ac—
cording to a single program that includes R&D, pro—
duction, sales, product promotion and after—sales
service for foreign buyers, which is formed taking
into account the existing and future needs of for—
eign markets in order to most effectively ensure the
long—term interests of the company [13—151.

Another point of view characterizes internation—
al marketing as the logic of entrepreneurial think—
ing, which considers the entire world market as
a source of profit on a systematic, planned basis
[16—18]. In this case, it is distinguished by a global
and profit—oriented approach. First, the company's
international marketing activities are related to the
implementation of export operations; however, the
company is looking for any other opportunities to
make a profit. The essence of international mar-
keting is to consider the whole world as a potential
market, analyze it and meet its needs [12].

Such an important aspect of the problem as the
differences between the categories of «exporty, «ex—
port» and «international marketing», which are quite
often mixed up in domestic economic literature, also
requires consideration. Export consists in the fact
that domestic producers are limited only to the sup—
ply of their products to firms of other countries (im—
porters). Suppliers are not concerned about what
happens next with their products and how satisfied
consumers are with them. Export and international
marketing are related as a part and a whole. Export
marketing is certainly a narrower category. Export
marketing is understood as an attempt to sell prod—
ucts in another country, which differs from sales on
the domestic market in terms of sales, business
customs, national traditions, currency, and fea—
tures of the socio—cultural environment. As a rule,
the company at the same time transfers its trad—
ing practice beyond national borders, making mini—
mal changes to its components. Most of the com—
panies start their international marketing activities
with the establishment of export operations. At the
same time, the main motivating reason for partici—

pation in exports is the desire to increase sales rev—
enues. Export deliveries can be a means of mitigat—
ing excess production capacity within the country.
Finally, there are firms that see product export as a
sales diversification strategy [11; 171].

However, if the company plans to take deep roots
in global markets, one adaptation of marketing
methods and procedures, even those that have
successfully «worked» in the domestic market, will
clearly not be enough. In this case, the firm resorts
to international marketing, which involves system-—
atic, planned and active processing of internation—
al markets at various stages of product promotion
(Figure) [19—201.

The task of international marketing can be for-
mulated as an answer to the following questions
[5—10I 1. To enter the foreign market or not?
(This issue is resolved when determining exit goals
and threats). 2. Which market to enter? (It is de—
termined which product to go with — with the old or
with the new). 3. How to enter the market and how
to find a consumer? (Alone or with a partner; as an
exporter or importer; independently or with an in—-
termediary; to deliver finished products or semi—
finished products). 4. What marketing program
must be developed to achieve the goals? 5. What
economic, scientific and technical results can be
obtained by participating in the international divi—
sion of labor? 6. How to organize the process of
development and implementation of the interna-
tional marketing program at the enterprise? In the
table, 1 shows the main differences between the
categories of «exporty, «exporty and «international
marketing». In addition, having characterized their
essence, their sequence in the transition to global
marketing is illustrated.

Of course, international marketing activities do
not involve the use of any new marketing functions.
Setting marketing tasks, choosing target mar-—
kets, positioning products, developing a market—
ing mix and monitoring marketing activities — all
these fundamental requirements remain relevant
in the company's work abroad. It is obvious that
there can be no effective international marketing
at a company that does not follow the basic mar—
keting principles in the domestic market. Howev—
er, it should be emphasized that a certain specific—
ity, generated by the peculiarities of the functioning
of foreign markets and the conditions of market—

ing features that national companies are obliged to
take into account [6—13].

Thus, for successful marketing activities in for—
eign markets, it is necessary to make significantly
greater and targeted efforts, to more consistently
adhere to the principles of marketing, to use mar-
keting technigues, methods, and procedures than
is required in the domestic market. As a rule, for—
eign markets have not only high, but also special
requirements for the goods, services, and adver—
tising offered on them. This is related both to the
specifics of the demand of the markets of individ—
ual countries, and to the level of competition. The
study of foreign markets, their opportunities and
requirements is the starting point in international
marketing and is usually much more complex and
time—consuming than the study of the domestic
market. If we take into account that the world mar—
ket includes more than 180 markets of individual

countries and each of them has both common fea—
tures and certain features, it becomes obvious that
more research work needs to be done on each of
the selected markets. It would seem that there is
no particular difference: studying the structure of
demand in Germany or in Ukraine.

However, the bottom line is that the need for
market information for the selected market of an
individual country is incomparably higher, but at
the same time, there are more difficulties in ob—
taining and interpreting it. Therefore, for example,
in the United States, Dun&Brandstreet publishes
information, which is updated every month, about
four million manufacturers of industrial and tech—
nical products [14—17]. In addition, when enter—
ing a foreign market, it is necessary to additional—
ly analyze complex objects that are not present in
the domestic market: for example, customs reg—
ulation, exchange rates, balances of international

associated with entering the markets of individual
countries chosen by the national company as the
most attractive for the sale of export products, or
other forms of international marketing. \Wars, rev—-
olutions or acute social conflicts can lead to the
destruction of production premises, equipment,
damage to stock, and a change of political power is
dangerous due to the confiscation of the property
of a foreign investor [18; 201.

In addition, for effective activity in foreign mar—
kets, it is necessary to creatively and very flexibly
use various marketing procedures. Different mar—
keting techniques should be used taking into ac—
count economic fluctuations and the forecast of the
development of foreign markets, commercial prac—
tices and trade procedures that have developed
there, and the characteristics of the surrounding
marketing environment. It is especially important
to take into account the specifics of the socio—cul—-
tural environment. It is obvious that many param-
eters of the product, which are indifferent to buyers
of one country, can be very important for consum-—
ers of another country [16—17]. To comply with the
requirements of foreign markets, or rather, the re—
quirements of potential foreign buyers, means not
only the need to comply with the sales conditions
accepted there. The development and commer—
cial production of «market novelty goods», designed
to maintain the competitive position of the national
company even a few years after entering the foreign
market, acquires fundamental importance [4—61.
World practice shows that entering foreign mar-
kets with products that only partially satisfy its re—
qguirements or even do not meet them, generates
much higher losses and unproductive costs than
conducting preliminary marketing research of these
markets. The most extensive studies of this or that
market can cost a firm several hundred thousand
dollars, while losses can be fatal [13—171.

Conclusions

Therefore, entering the foreign market puts the
company in a situation completely different from
the one it may be familiar with from the experi-
ence of working in the national market. The evo-
lution of nationally oriented marketing into an in—
ternational one requires that the study of a specific
product market, its segmentation and the devel—

opment of a marketing complex extend to the spe—
cifics of the company's behavior not only in trade
and after—sales service, but also to the investment
activities of the company, taking into account the
interests of consumers of foreign markets. Pro—
moting their goods to «foreign» markets, and then
strengthening their positions on them, companies
feel the need to competently respond to cyclical
fluctuations in world markets. Thanks to this un—
derstanding, the ability to adapt is born, which acts
as a guarantee of the effectiveness and longevity of
their presence on the foreign market. At the same
time, neglecting international marketing can lead
to very negative consequences not only in terms of
loss of favorable marketing opportunities, but al—
so in terms of real loss in competition with foreign
companies in the domestic market.

Modeling of the assessment of the financial state

Problem statement in general and its connec—
tion with important scientific or practical tasks. Mod—
ern entrepreneurship functions in the conditions of
an unstable institutional environment, weak regula—
tory and legal support, and an imperfect manage-—
ment system. This leads to bankruptcy or unstable
business development. At the same time, an effec—
tive methodology for assessing the financial state of
an enterprise in the conditions of innovative manage—
ment and economy is able to prevent troubles in busi—
ness development and allow the manager to make a
management decision in a timely manner.

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activity, therefore, in this case, based on the multi—
factorial linear regression, we will conduct a study
of the influence of the number of economic enti-
ties: large, medium and small enterprises, on the
financial result of the company’s activity over the
last eleven years. The dynamics of influencing fac—
tors on the performance indicator and the indica—
tor, that is, the financial result of the enterprises
over the past eleven years, is presented in Table 1.
For further calculation, we denote the factors and
the indicator as variables: XO — dummy coefficient
(must be used in regression calculation); X, — Benuki
nignpyeMcTBa, oavHnLb: X, — medium enterprises,
units; X, — small enterprises, units; Y — financial re-
sult, UAH thousand. Calculations are carried out us—
ing Microsoft Excel spreadsheets and built—in sta—
tistical, mathematical functions and arrays (Fig. 1).
At the first stage of the study of the multivariate
linear model, we perform multicollinearity tests us—
ing the Farrar—Glober algorithm. The term "multi—
collinearity" means that in a multivariate regres—
sion model, two or more independent variables

(factors) are linearly related, or, in other words,
have a high degree of correlation. Since Xi2zr.
(19,36)>Xi2kp(11,07), it can be concluded that the
general multicollinearity of the factor matrix exists.
Next, we calculate pairwise correlation coefficients.
Paired correlation coefficients indicate the impact of
individual factors on indicator Y, i.e. the financial re—
sult of enterprises. Characterizing the paired cor—
relation coefficients, it should be noted that each of
the factors significantly affects the financial perfor—
mance of enterprises: the number of large enter—
prises, the correlation coefficient is 0.93, the con—
nection is close, direct and the greatest impact of
this factor on the financial results of the enterprises;
the number of medium—sized enterprises, the cor—-
relation coefficient is 0.86, as well as the close con—
nection, direct and significant influence of this factor
on the performance indicator; the number of small
enterprises, the correlation coefficient is some-—
what smaller rYX3=0.82, but also the connection is
close, direct and significant influence of this factor

on the financial result of enterprises.

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Taking into account the determined paired corre—
lation coefficients, it can be concluded that each of
the factors has a significant impact on the financial
performance of enterprises, but the factor of the
number of small enterprises has the least influence.
That is why we exclude it from the further econo—
metric analysis of the multifactor regression mod-
el. However, it should be noted that the exclusion of
this factor is based on the calculation of paired cor-
relation coefficients. Analysis and forecasting of the
multifactor linear regression of the financial results
of enterprises is carried out with two factors: the
number of large enterprises; the number of medi—
um enterprises. Next, we calculate the transposed
matrix, the product of matrices, the coefficients of
the equation of the multifactor production function
to determine the theoretical and forecast values of
the financial results of the enterprises (Fig. 2).

As a result of the calculations, the multivariate
production linear regression looks like this:
Yr=855577491,13— 1533268,68X,+21877.85X,

The parameters of the equation were calculated
by the method of least squares. Each coefficient of
the equation indicates the degree of influence of the
corresponding factor on the effective indicator with
a fixed position of the rest of the factors, that is, how
the effective indicator changes with a change of a
separate factor by one unit. The free term of the mul-
tiple regression equation has no economic meaning.

As a result of data processing, a total coefficient
of determination of O.96 was obtained. The gen—
eral coefficient of determination indicates a close
connection between the selected factors and the
indicator, and also that the variation of the financial
result of the enterprises’ activity by 96.03% is de—

termined by the investigated factors entered into
the correlation model. This means that the select-
ed factors significantly affect the studied indicator.
Fisher’s F—criterion, the estimated value of which is
greater than the tabular value, testifies to the ad-
equacy of the multifactor linear model of the finan—
cial result of enterprises and further forecasting of
this indicator. The elasticity coefficient shows that
with an increase in the number of large enterpris—
es, the financial result will increase by 0.96%, and
with an increase in medium—sized enterprises by
0.58%, respectively. Further, for comparison, sta—
tistical data processing and determination of the
main parameters of the multifactor linear regres—
sion of the financial results of the enterprises were
carried out using the built—in functions of Microsoft
Excel and the Data Analysis add—on (Fig. 3).
Comparing these calculations, we can conclude
that in practice it is advisable to use these tools for
the study of macro— and microeconomic process—
es. Next, the forecast value of the financial results
of the enterprises for 2024 and 2025 is deter—
mined. Assuming the growth of large enterprises in
2024 to 525 units and to 547 units in 2025, and
medium—sized enterprises to 183,072 units and
184,355 units, respectively, the financial result
the activity of enterprises will increase in 2024 to
466547820.14 thousand hryvnias. and up to UAH
4,874,9010.68 thousand. in accordance. Graphi—
cally, the multifactorial regression of the financial
result of the enterprises Yr=855577491,13—
1533268,68X1+21877,85X2 is presented in
fig. 4., where the actual, theoretical, forecast val—-
ues and the trend line are shown financial results of
enterprises, 2010—2020, 2024, 2025.

Therefore, with the help of a multifactorial pro-
duction linear model, a business entity can make
management decisions regarding possible combi—
nations of resource use for a more technological—
ly and economically efficient production process in
the short— and long—term.

Conclusions

The necessity of monitoring the financial state of the
enterprise has been determined. The author’s meth—
odology for assessing the financial state of entrepre—
neurship in the conditions of innovative management

and trend line financial results of enterprises,

and economics is proposed. The proposed meth-
odology is adapted on the example of the activities of
domestic business entities. Such a comprehensive
methodology for assessing the financial state of en—
trepreneurship in the conditions of innovative man-—
agement and economy will allow all interested market
subjects and government officials to analyze the finan—
cial state of entrepreneurship in a timely manner.

Modeling of managerial decision-making in the process of
product sales and investment activity

Relevance of the research topic. The modern functioning of domestic entrepreneurship takes
place in an unfavorable external environment. For the first time, business encountered the necessity
of functioning in the conditions of martial law, which fundamentally changed the further development
trend of any enterprise. At the same time, a timely and effective management decision can reduce the
negative impact of the external environment on business. In this context, there is a need to deepen
the modeling procedure for making management decisions in the process of product realization and
investment activities.

Formulation of the problem. Every enterprise during any stage of the life cycle is faced with the
need to quickly make a management decision in accordance with current conditions. However, taking
into account the rapidity of scientific opinion and trends in the field of business, it is not always possible
to adapt already developed methods of making managerial decisions. Therefore, it is time to improve
the modeling of the management decision—making process using modern mathematical tools and its
adaptation in the practical sphere.

Setting goals and objectives of the study — to propose a model of managerial decision—making
in the process of product realization and investment activity.

Research method or methodology. In the process of determining the model of management
decision—making in the implementation of products and investment activities, we used the methods
of abstraction, induction, deduction, analysis, synthesis, modeling and the method of least squares.
During modeling, we also built regression models, calculated Fisher's and Student's tests.

Presentation of the main material (research results). Models of managerial decision—
making in the process of product realization and investment activities are proposed. As a result of
calculations using various methods, a forecast volume of sold products was obtained, which allows the
management to respond in time to negative changes and make the necessary decisions adequate to
the current situation.

Scope of the results. The proposed modeling can be used by all interested market stakeholders,
including civil servants, in order to make an adequate management decision and quickly react to
negative changes in the production or institutional environment.

Conclusions on the article. The stages of modeling and forecasting of the dependence of the volume
of sold products (goods, services)] on capital investments are defined. The presented modeling allows
management to make management decisions depending on changes in the dynamics of the volume of
sales and capital investments. The conducted statistical analysis and forecasting using various methods
of linear and non—linear calculation of economic processes allows us to conclude that in real macro—
and micro environments it is possible to choose the most appropriate and effective method of making
management decisions based on external and internal factors influencing production.
